




















The school provides academic advising to all students to ensure satisfactory progress through the program.
Special attention is given to those students who need additional assistance and academic tutoring. Tutoring
is available for a fee of $20 per hour by an approved Synergy tutor. Synergy also provides students with
access to advising services by appointments with the educational director.

Certification, Licensing, and Placement Services

The staff will assist all students and graduates with their job search. In the final term of school, the curricu-
lum will include career development and resume writing instruction. All job possibilities which Synergy
receives are posted on the student bulletin board and published in the Synergy newsletters and website.
Although the school furnishes placement assistance, certification and licensing preparation, the school can-
not guarantee employment, certification or licensing.

Confidentiality of Educational Records

Synergy students educational records are confidential and follow FERPA elements that include access to edu-
cational records, opportunity fo seek to have records amended and have allowable control over disclosure
records.

Synergy Complaint Policy & Procedure

Student concerns or complaints should first be presented verbally to the attention of the President/Educational
Director. Complaints that are not satisfactorily resolved at this level should then be submitted in writing to
the President/Educational Director. Written responses will be given within five (5) working days. A formal
complaint form is available in the self-service wall rack and online.

Synergy is licensed by the PA State Board of Private Licensed Schools. Questions or concerns that are not
satisfactorily resolved by the person designated above or by other school officials may be brought to the
attention of the State Board of Private Licensed Schools, Pennsylvania Department of Education, 333 Market
Street, Harrisburg, PA 17126-0333, telephone 717-783-8228. If the complaint is about the Educational
Director, the PA State Board of Private Licensed Schools is to be contacted.

Synergy Conduct Policy

Students are required to dress in either scrubs or any Synergy logo clothing and take responsibility for per-
sonal hygiene when attending classes. They must come prepared with school books, supplies and sheets for
class work. Courtesy and non-judgmental behavior is expected at all times. Students are expected to con-
duct themselves in a manner appropriate in a professional work environment. Violations of the school’s stu-
dent conduct policy include, but are not limited to the following:

Cheating on a school examination.

Exhibiting violence, insubordination or improper language toward others while affiliated with Synergy.
Engaging in the practice of nontherapeutic massage which is considered harmful to the reputation of
Synergy and the massage profession.

Probation Policy
A student is subject to probation for violating any of the following:

Maintaining satisfactory progress.

Complying with the school’s attendance policy.
Complying with the school’s student conduct policy.
Meeting all personal financial obligations to the school.
Conditions agreed to in the Enrollment Agreement.

The student in violation will receive notification in writing that continued unsatisfactory progress or a serious
violation of any of the above listed requirements will result in the termination of school attendance. Once
notified of school termination, a student may appeal their termination in writing and request re-admittance to
Synergy. Tuition refunds will be based on the last date of recorded attendance.




Two-Year AA Degree - Alliance Program

Canada, Europe and Russia require 2000 plus hours for massage therapy education. More 2-year programs
are emerging in the USA. Maryland requires 60 hours of college to work in any medical setting. Synergy's
articulation agreements allow one to earn a 2-year degree at area colleges and transfer in Synergy’s 624 hour
diploma program as 20-27 credits of the A.A. degree, Synergy’s convenient 3 day weekly parttime studies eas-
ily allow one to also take college courses at the following area colleges.

DIRECTIONS

Frederick /Thurmont: Take Rt. 15N to Thurmont (3rd exit and Rt. 550). Turn left and follow Rt. 550,
go through Sabillasville, bear right at fork in road at Victor Cullen Center sign. Turn right at Blue Ridge
Summit Library on to Monterey Lane. We are in the white building on the left with purple shutters.

Hagerstown/Smithsburg: Take Rt. 64 to Cavetown,/Smithsburg, go past Rt. 66 and Rt. 77. Turn right
on to Rt. 491, continue through Ft. Ritchie traffic light. Turn right at stop sign on to Rt. 16. Take your
next right on to Monterey Lane (the M&T Bank temperature clock will be on your left). Go over rail
road tracks and our white building is on the right with purple shutfers.

Westminster/Taneytown/Emmitsburg: Take Rt. 140W, which changes to Rt. 16 af the PA state line.
Continue up the mountain o Blue Ridge Summit. Turn left on Monterey Lane (the M&T Bank will be on
your right). We are on the right side of the road in a large white house with purple shutters.

Chambershurg/Wayneshoro: From Chambersburg take Rt. 316 info Wayneshoro. At the stop light turn
left on to Rt. 16 and follow Rt. 16 all the way to Blue Ridge Summit. Turn right on to Monterey Lane
at the M&T Bank. We are in the large white house with purple shutters on the right side of the road.

Gettyshurg/Fairfield: Take Rt. 116 from Gettyshurg through Fairfield and continue on Rt. 116 to stop

sign af PNC Bank. Turn right on to Rt. 16 and follow above directions for Emmitshurg.
